[Diagnosis. Shell sinistral, nearly cylindrical, fragile,
with conical upper part, consisting of 7 slightly convex
whorls. Last whorl straight, not swollen. Color light-cor-
neous. Embryonic whorls (1.5) smooth. Postembryonic
whorls with thin, not very regular riblets; on upper whorls
riblets arranged denser then on lower. Aperture well ob-
lique, with thin, straight margins. Columellar margin ver-
tical, expanded. Umbilicus dot-like. Dimensions of holo-
type: shell height 3.6, diameter 1.7 mm.

The shell has been found on July 16, 2001, and until
August of 2010 it was in alcohol. Therefore it looks
somewhat obsolete, in particular, its initial color is see-
mingly changed. Nevertheless, diagnostic characters are
evident. 1. C. talgarica differs from all known species
by its sinistrality. 2. By the shell contours C. talgarica
somewhat remains C. acicularis Almuhambetova, 1979
(AnpmyxamberoBa, 1979: 31, puc. 2; Sysoev, Schileyko,
2009, fig. 21 A), but differs from that species by the
presence of distinct riblets. 3. Ribbed sculpture presents

[Diagnosis. Shell much depressed, moderately thin-
walled, not glossy, of 5-5.5 whorls. Last whorl slightly,
gradually descending in front, with irregularly serrate pe-
ripheral keel; between the keel and suture there is a clear
keel-like angle, i.e. one can say that the last whorl with
two keels. Color corneous, ribs white. Embryonic whorls
glossy, with much smoothed radial riblets. Sculpture of
postembryonic whorls consists of coarse, oblique, irregular
radial ribs; on basal surface these ribs much weaker. Aper-
ture ovate, with angle corresponding to peripheral keel.
Umbilicus shallow, rather wide, quite perspective. Dimen-
sions: shell height 3.5-5.5, diameter minor 8.7-9.5, diameter
major 9.8-11.0 mm; holotype correspondingly: 4.5, 9.5
and 10.6 mm.

Conchologically L. corona is similar to some species
of the genus Fruticicola (Bradybaenidae) of plectotropis
group (in particular, plectotropis f. scalaris Tzvetkov, 1941
— see L[BerkoB, 1941 and Sysoev, Schileyko, 2009, fig.
98 E), but the structure of the reproductive tract evidences
the position of the species in the Trochulinae (Hygromi-
idae) and in the Leucozonella genus, but the shell of L.
corona is not similar to any known species of the genus
Leucozonella.

Complex of anatomical characters put L. corona in
somewhat isolated position. Structure of penial papilla
(verge) is similar to that of L. crassicosta Schileyko, 1978;
external appearance of distal section of female part closely
reminds L. rufispira (Martens, 1874), but latter has forked
mucus glands].

[Diagnosis. Shell somewhat depressed, moderately
solid, of 5.5 moderately convex whorls. Spire dome-sha-
ped, summit not protruded. Last whorl slightly and gra-
dually descending in front, with a weak and smoothed
peripheral angle. Coloration consists of whitish background
and brownish irregular radial stripes of various width;
peripheral angle light. Embryonic whorls (1.5) glossy, with
smoothed radial riblets. Same riblets there are on pos-
tembryonic whorls, but here they are coarser and less
regular. Aperture widely ovate, moderately oblique; palatal
margin straight, basal and columellar margins moderately
expanded; at the margin there is a rather strong, wide
inner lip. Parietal callus very weak. Umbilicus very narrow,
slightly covered. Dimensions: shell height 5.9-6.9, diameter
minor 7.8-8.6, diameter major 9.0-9.9; holotype corres-
pondingly: 6,9, 8,6 u 9.9 mm.

Shell size and shape of 4. nucula are similar to 4.
exasperata Schileyko et Uvalieva in Schileyko, 1978, dif-
fers by the absence of hairs and scars, and by the presence
of radial strips.

Anatomically the new species is closest to 4. caeles-
timontana (Tzvetkov, 1940) (see Iluneiiko, 1978: 294,
fig. 385-389), differs by the absence of penial gland and
reduced number of mucus glands (in 4. nucula 2 glands,
while in A. caelestimontana — 4].
